2013-2014 ECS Budget Taking Shape

The Board and administration and have been working
for over three months on the budget as we continue to as-
sess program costs, fixed costs, retirement increases, health
insurance, salaries and the daily costs associated with the
operation of the school.

The biggest hurdle we are facing this year is the in-
creased cost of teacher and employee retirement benefits
(TRS & ERS). This increase is actually tied to a five year
average and is related directly to the stock market and
the State’s return on investments. We are experiencing a
$210,000 “mandated” increase which translates into a 37%
increase in retirement costs over the present year. This fig-
ure alone represents a 3.5% increase in the tax levy.

Maintaining the programs and opportunities that we
currently have is and continues to be the main focus of the
Board and administration. With the many changes in the
Core curriculum and testing that is being implemented in
New York State we are also faced with some large increases
in the cost of books, new instructional materials, teacher
training and technological requirements in order to provide
our students and staff with the resources they will need.
This figure will easily reach $70,000-$80,000 and will
require ongoing investment over the next few years.

Facing these increases as well as other increases, the
Board is continuing to work on trimming the budget in an
effort to make the numbers work without going over the
“Cap”. Early projections have the tax increase in the 3-4%
range but without knowing firm numbers on State aid the
budget cannot be finalized until later in April.

Over the past four years the State has continued to
decrease aid and ECS has lost over $863,000 in aid deduc-
tions over this period of time. The fact is ECS received
more state aid in 2006-07 than we will receive in 2013-14.

During this same period of time, the District tax levy
has only gone up an average of 1.22% due to decreased
spending, major decreases in staff size, use of reserves and
a number of other cost cutting moves. This combination has
allowed us to keep our tax increases extremely small during
some very tough economic times. Looking ahead, we will
not continually be able to keep the increases at that level
without damaging the quality of education we provide our
students.

Regardless of some of these difficult challenges, we
remain confident that we will be able to present you with a
budget that is fair, responsible and will continue to provide
our students with a quality education.

Lifesaving Equipment Generously Donated to Dlstrlct

We want to express a special
thanks for the combined efforts of the
Ellicottville/Great Valley Ambulance
Inc., Great Valley Fire Company and
the Mansfield Fire Company for the
purchase of four (4) new Automated
External Defibrillators (AED)! Each
of the new units cost $1500 and they
will be replacing older units that are
now out-of-date. When Kevin Watt,
member of the Ellicottville/Great
Valley Ambulance Inc. and assistant
chief found out that our AED’s needed
replacement, he contacted the local
departments. We are extremely grate-
ful for the generosity of the two fire
companies and the ambulance service.

The portable electronic devices
are clearly positioned throughout the
building in the event they are needed
for students, staff or visitors. These
units are able to automatically di-
agnose a potentially life threatening
cardiac arrhythmia and are able to
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treat them through the application of
electrical therapy which actually stops
the arrhythmia and allows the heart to
re-establish an effective rhythm.

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Students Participate
in County Arts Council
Painting Course

Cell Phones

ECS is requesting parents’ as-
sistance regarding the use of cell
phones and personal electronics
during the school day. The District
affords students the responsibility of
keeping these items safely on their
person throughout the day, as long as
they will meet us halfway and abide
by a few simple rules.

Cell Phones: ECS has adopted
a fairly liberal cell phone policy.

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A Visit to NASA Challenger Center at SBU
8" Grade Science Field Trip

On February 26" the eighth grade spent the day at St. Bonaven-
ture University’s Challenger Center involved with Space mission
simulations and a rocket construction activity. The NASA Chal-
lenger center is one of the centers set up for educating students on
the importance of technology and some of the components that are
incorporated into the success of a mission into outer space.

The students spent one half of the day involved with a simulated
mission to Mars and the other half was a Rocket Design Challenge.
The simulation activity saw the students divided into jobs that

they had applied for previous to the trip. Included in these were
positions covering the areas of Medical, Navigation, Life Support,
Remote, Probe, Isolation, Communication and Data. Each student
played an important role in the success of the simulated mission to
Mars.

The rocket design challenge asked the students to prepare a
rocket using a budget for materials that would produce a rocket that
would fly the farthest distance using a compressed air launching
device. Included were design, construction, testing and an actual
launch. Just as in real life some were successes and others were
used to analyze what might have been done better. We did have
several groups that went distances in excess of 300 feet.
