Capital Project enters design phase

The familiar question that | have been
asked all summer has been “when will
they start the project?” Others have re-
marked, “I thought the project would get
underway this summer.” Well, soon after
the voters approved the project the next
phase of the project started, but it is not
the phase of the project most people are
excited about.

Everyone is looking forward to see-
ing dirt move, cranes on site or physical
changes that can easily be seen. However,
right now we are in the “design phase”
which basically takes the “rough draw-
ings” and puts those concepts into work-
able drawings. SEI Design Group is doing
the majority of the work at this time with
their engineers and those who are working
with the electrical and plumbing facets of
the project. This is the detail work that we
need to make sure is right so the project
stays within the budget parameters that
were approved.

This is the time when we establish the
actual structural walls, specs for the steel,
ceilings, lights, rooms, electrical improve-
ments, plumbing, wall finishes, floor
finishes, site work and the many other
little things that will go into the project.
We want to get things right at this phase of
the project because changes down the road
will cost the District extra money.

The Board will soon finalize the scope
of the work and develop a list of alternates
that will be considered if the bids come
in favorable (lower than what Campus
Construction estimates). You might call it
a wish list, but we hope that many of the
items will become part of the final project.

plans ready to be submitted to the State
Education Department for review by No-
vember 1, 2013; however, we are trying
to push that up by a full month. The SED
process can take up to six months and
sometimes more, so the sooner the plans
are there, the sooner they can be approved.
Once the plans are approved we can
advertise and bid the project. This is criti-
cal for a couple reasons. We will need two
full summers to complete the work and
the sooner we get started the more we can
get done. The other reason deals with the
timing of the bidding process and if we
can bid earlier, we believe it increases the

competition and potentially lowers the
cost for the District. We hope to begin the
construction phase during the first week of
June 2014.

As for disruptions throughout the
school year, we do not anticipate that
2013-14 will pose any major adjustments.
However, 2014-15 will be a completely
different story! As we get closer to the
end of this school year, we will have more
information of the phasing of the project
(how we will operate the programs and
school during the construction).

It will be an exciting time for all of us
as our plans and vision take shape.

As the staff makes the final arrangements to prepare the building for its “fifty
second opener,” we will be starting with the fewest overall changes that we have
seen in a number of years.

e The single most important change that will be taking place during 2013-14
will be the full implementation of the new Common Core Curriculum through-
out grades K-8. While some of the changes were introduced at various grade
levels this past year, we will see many more changes in math and ELA.

We plan to provide feature articles throughout the year that will help you

as parents and community members better understand just what the new Com-
mon Core Curriculum is and how it is changing education in this country. This
is not something unique to New York State, rather it is across the country and
it is designed to get our students better prepared and ready to meet the chal-
lenges of college and the work force when they graduate from high school.

 Due to fiscal restraints, we have eliminated the District calendar that is nor-
mally sent home during the summer. We will continue to send “bi-monthly
calendars” by way of the newsletter. The information contained in the calen-
dar will be published in the newsletter and will also be available at the Dis-
trict’s web site.

* We are pleased to announce that Crystal Wilder has been approved and will be
offering a college level course from JCC called Music Theory.

e JCC Ceramics will once again be offered to high school students for college
credit.

» When students come back to school they will notice that the high school
library has been redesigned to create an instructional area on the far side
facing the parking lot. This will allow teachers to use the library for teaching/
instruction while the rest of the library can remain open for regular use. Stacks
and library furniture have been changed to accommaodate the change.

o The District has purchased 115 new Dell Notebook computers that will be
available in the library, in labs and one mobile lab for classroom use. These are
in addition to the three mobile I-PAD labs that we currently have. The wireless
computers can also be used with larger monitors that exist throughout the
building.

e The District is excited to announce that we have recently contracted with the
Casella Waste Systems Inc. to provide refuse and recycling services for the
District. With the help and support of Casella, we plan to implement a Dis-
trict-wide program emphasizing zero-sort recycling, and bring more aware-
ness to the value of recycling. Every classroom will be have a re-cycling con-
tainer that students and staff can use for cardboard, paper, plastic, aluminum
and glass.

e The State has recently released the 2012-13 testing data for grades 3-8 in ELA
and Math and ECS clearly did a great job overall. The 4" grade math scores
and the 6" grade ELA and math scores ranked us in the top 10 in WNY!! We
plan to do a special article in the October newsletter to explain the testing

4 Parents’ Right to Know Advisory N

Under the federal No Child Left Behind legislation (latest reauthorization of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act), parents are required to be given several official notifica-
tions:

1. Parents may request information regarding the qualifications of their child’s Title I
teachers [“Title I” Teachers are those supported by Federal Title | funds] and paraprofessional
staff. Parents may request specific information as to the following:

» whether the teacher has met State qualifications and licensing criteria for the grade

levels and subject areas in which the teacher provides instruction;

» whether the teacher is teaching under emergency or other provisional status through
which State qualification or licensing criteria have been waived;

« the baccalaureate degree major of the teacher and any other graduate certification or
degree held by the teacher, and the field of discipline of the certification or degree, and

» whether the child is provided services by paraprofessionals, and, if so, the qualifications
of that paraprofessional (assistant).

2. Section 9528(a)(1) of the legislation requires that each school district receiving Title |
funds under No Child Left Behind shall provide, on a request made by military recruiters or
an institution of higher education, access to secondary school students’ names, addresses and
telephone listings.

e Astudent or a parent may request that such information not be released without prior
written parental consent. In order to make such a request, please contact the high school
office at 699-2316 for further information. If you do not wish to have your student’s
information released to the military or to colleges without your expressed permission,
you must send a signed, written statement to that effect to the high school office by the
beginning of the school year.

Under the Sex Offender Registration Act (Megan’s Law) information that is disseminated
to the School District regarding the presence in the community of a convicted sex offender
will be communicated to staff, community and local law enforcement officials in order to
ensure that the offender does not have contact with children.

Any information which the School District receives regarding a sex offender from a source
other than the Sex Offender Registry, and which is maintained independent of the require-
ments of Megan’s Law, will be available from the District, upon written request to the District

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ECS TRANSPORTATION PROCEDURES

One of the most important things we are charged with at school is the safety of our
student body. A number of you drop off or pick-up your children at school either in the
morning or in the afternoon.

The Board of Education has authorized the following procedures for you to
follow when dropping off or picking up children at school.

Elementary: The preferred arrival time for students being driven to school is after
8:05 am. The preferred pick-up time is 3:05-3:10 pm.
MS/HS: The preferred arrival time for students being driven to school is 7:45 am.
Students must report to the cafeteria.

2. When entering the school for the elementary, please enter the driveway at the
North end by the playground and leave by the high school end.

3. When entering to go to the high school, please enter and exit the driveway at the
south end near the high school.

4. Arrival: elementary students must be signed in and recorded as late after 8:15 am.

5. Dismissal: Please come in and sign your child out in the office. Children will be
waiting inside the school for you. We will not be able to call classrooms for your
child if you arrive early for pick-ups.

6. If you MUST drop off or pick up a student during times busses are in the loop, please
park in one of our lots. No one will be permitted to park in the driveway.

7. Itis against the law to pass any school bus that is stopped and has its red lights
flashing. Yield to busses in the parking lot and driveways.

Asbestos Materials Inspection Title IX and Section 504

In compliance with Sections 763.85 and .93 of the asbestos-containing materials in schools
rule, all facilities owned, leased or operated by the Ellicottville Central School District have been
inspected for the presence of asbestos-containing building materials. Asbestos management plans
have been developed for all facilities and submitted to the NYS Education Department. The
E.P.A. requires re-inspections every five (5) years by an accredited asbestos inspector. This re-in-
spection was done on October 2012, and the results were reviewed by an accredited management
planner. The 2012 re-inspection found no significant changes in the condition of the ashestos-
containing materials. In general, the asbestos materials in the district are in good condition and
will continue to be managed as recommended by the accredited management planner. Copies of
the management plans are available for public inspections and management plans should be made
to Kevin Blendinger, Maintenance Supervisor, at 716-699-2316 (ext.

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), a Federal law, requires that the Elli-
cottville Central School District, with certain exceptions, obtain your written consent prior to the
disclosure of personally identifiable information from your child’s education records. However,
the Ellicottville Central School District may disclose appropriately designated “directory informa-
tion” without written consent, unless you have advised the District to the contrary in accordance
with District procedures. The primary purpose of directory information is to all the Ellicottville
Central School District to include this type of information from your child’s education records in
certain school publications. Examples may include:

< aplayhill, showing your student’s role in a drama production;

e the annual yearbook;

e honor roll or other recognition lists;

e graduation programs; and

e sports activity sheets, such as for football, showing weight and height of team members.

Directory information, which is information that is generally not considered harmful or an
invasion of privacy if released, can also be disclosed to outside organizations without a parent’s
prior written consent. Outside organizations include, but are not limited to, companies that manu-
facture class rings or publish yearbooks. In addition, two federal laws require local educational
agencies (LEAS) receiving assistance under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965
(ESEA) to provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory information categories
- names, addresses and telephone listings - unless parents have advised the LEA that they do not
want their student’s information disclosed without prior written consent. (1)

If you do not want the Ellicottville Central School District to disclose directory information
from your child’s education records without your prior written consent, you must notify the Dis-
trict in writing by September 30, 2013. The Ellicottville Central School District has designated
the following information as directory information:

Sex Offender Registry Website

The purpose of this site is to provide an overview of the sex offender registration law and how
the public can obtain information about sex offenders. The Sex Offender Registration Act, New
York’s version of Megan’s Law, was signed by Governor George E. Pataki in July 1995 and be-
came effective on January 21, 1996. The text of the statute is contained in Correction Law Article
6-C (Section 168 et seq.).

Registered sex offenders in New York are classified by the risk of reoffense. A court determines
whether an offender is a level 1 (low risk), 2 (moderate risk) or 3 (high risk). The court also deter-
mines whether an offender should be given the designation of a sexual predator, sexually violent
offender or predicate sex offender. Sex offenders registered on or after March 11, 2002 register
for a minimum of 10 years unless they have been given a designation. If they have been given a
designation, they register for life.

Level 1 and 2 sex offenders registered prior to March 11, 2002 register for 10 years while level
3 offenders register for life. For more information on sex offenders residing in our district, please
