Breaking Down Proposed Capital Project

Majority of Cost Allocated to Roof Repair

On Wednesday, January 21, voters will be asked to approve a
$925,000 capital project to repair and upgrade the majority of the
surface area of the school roof. The picture on the front page of
this newsletter outlines the roof sections that will be addressed.
The blue section of the roof is the new gymnasium multi-purpose
room, band room, chorus room, stage and fitness room that are
currently under construction.

Like any homeowner, there are some things that require im-
mediate attention and some things that can be put off. Sometimes
they are classified as needs and wants. With respect to this proj-
ect, we believe it falls directly into the category of “needs” and,
quite frankly, we have probably put it off too long.

Time and weather conditions have taken us to the point where
we must now address specific areas of the roof in an effort to
preserve and protect our investment. The left section of the roof
covers the area that will be upgraded and improved (as part of
the current capital project) during the summer of 2015, so it is
important that we make sure the roof does not leak. We plan to do
a PVC restoration which will apply a fluid and a new membrane
over the existing roof.

The section to the right side of the picture is the elementary
wing that was opened in 1988. It has the original roof still in
place so we have truly got our money’s worth. This is a “built
up” roof and we plan to do a three-ply restoration; which will re-

saturate it and add new gravel.

The overall roof project will be addressing over 50,000 square
feet of surface area and will include replacing any wet insulation,
dress flashings and will carry a fifteen year warranty. It will be a
good long term investment that will protect the building, intra-
structure and improvements that will be completed during the
summer of 2015.

The district is also exploring the K-Solar Program in an effort
to generate energy savings. Roof repairs will be needed to qualify
for the energy savings. Please see the article on page five (5) for
further explanation.

Safety Issues Will be Addressed

The original capital project that was approved in March 2013
included a new south entrance that was designed to provide im-
proved safety as well as being energy efficient. With project bids
running higher than expected due to the dramatic building boom
in the Buffalo area, we were forced to drop this from the current
project. The Board of Education felt that this improvement was
extremely important and have included the funds needed to com-
plete this portion of the original project in the January 21 vote.

A drawing of the entrance is included below that will give you
a better idea of what it would look like. The new glass and brick
enclosure on the south side of the building (large parking lot) will
allow students to gather and be able to see approaching vehicles.
The area will extend out from the present building 17’ x 17’ and

will have two sets of double doors that will address both safety
and energy. The rounded arch is designed to match the high
school library window on the front of the building.

A new camera system for security will be included to improve
our ability to monitor and control access to the building. While
this is a side entrance to the school, in reality, it is the most often
used entrance for students, staff, visitors and people attending
athletic events, concerts and other events held at the school.

Sound System Upgrades Included

Again, the original project included a state-of-the-art sound
system that would be required in the new performance facility
that is currently under construction. With the bids running high,
there were certain parts of the project that we had to include and
others that we could scale back or eliminate. While the new areas
do have sound capabilities, it is nowhere near that level that is
needed in a facility of this size. We believe that it is necessary to
restore the original plans for our sound system and the money to
support this is included in this project.

Average Cost to Taxpayer ... Very Small

The $925,000 capital project will carry with it a very mod-
est increase in taxes based on estimates provided by Bernard P.
Donegan, Inc. the District’s financial advisors. Using a bonding
rate of 4% (which is likely high) the local cost of the project will

be around $23,000 the first year and will average around $34,000/
year for the sixteen year maturity schedule.

The District does plan to blend the borrowing for this project
with the current capital project which could generate additional
savings and lower our projections. The low interest rates that
the Federal Reserve has maintained plus the success of the stock
market are factors that should have a positive impact on the bor-
rowing rates that we will be able to obtain. We hope this favor-
able economic climate will continue until the final borrowing is
secured in 2016.

The table above will give you a better idea of the impact the
project will have on the average taxpayer. A taxpayer with a
home assessed at $100,000 with STAR will only see a $3.00
increase, while someone with Senior STAR would see a yearly
increase of $1.00.

The District is running these improvements through a capital
project in order to receive state aid. For our District that means
for every dollar we spend the State will cover 65.1 cents. Con-
tinuing to make repairs on the roof or buy equipment and make
improvements without receiving this kind of aid would make no
sense as we would receive no state aid. That is why the Board of
Education determined that the best way to approach this would
be to seek voter approval and bond the work over sixteen years
while receiving State aid on the entire expenditure.

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2"d Graders Learn About Chinese Culture

As part of the new Common Core, a unit
about Ancient Chinese Civilizations is included
in the Listening/Learning Domains for Grade 2.
Students in my class learned about the land-
scape of China, common crops that are grown
there, various religions, well-known Chinese
landmarks and famous leaders. During an
observation with Mrs. Poulin, we discussed the
Chinese New Year and compared/contrasted it
to our own New Year celebrations.

During a conversation with our speech
teacher, Mrs. Alessi, I found out that she had
just recently traveled to China, and was also
going to be hosting a student from China who
is currently studying at Penn State University.
We made arrangements for Mrs. Alessi and this
young lady to come in on two different occa-
sions so that we could hear more about their
experiences with what we had just learned about.
We were able to see some of the many pictures that she had
taken while traveling, the currency that is used in China, as
well as decorations that are displayed during festivals and
celebrations there. We even got the opportunity to try a bite
of “moon cakes,” a pommelo, and an Asian pear.

When we had a chance to meet the exchange student,
we learned even more about the lifestyles of the Chinese
culture. Cornelia is the English name
that she has chosen for herself. It
comes from the name of a charac-
ter in a book she had read. In her
country, her first name is: Zixuan
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and her last name is: Zhao. In China they put their last
name first, so she is always listed as Zhao Zixuan. She is
studying economics at Penn State and will be there for 3
years. Her home is in Beijing, China.

We would like to extend many thanks to both Mrs. Ales-
si and Zhao Zixuan for the new schema that they brought to
our learning. I am positive that my students will remember
this experience for a very long time!
