The Envirothon is an environmental
science competition that emphasizes
teamwork, with each participating school
sending five member teams of high school
students to the event.

This year’s Ellicottville Envirothon
Team #2 placed second in the Cattarau-
gus County Competition at Allegany
State Park on April 25" . The members of
this year’s team are Noah Butler, Phillip
Kurtis, Zach Logel, Fletcher Macomb and
Elizabeth Wellman.

This year’s Ellicottville Envirothon
Team #1 also placed in the competi-
tion and included Hunter Cooper, Taylor
Grinols, Grace Hall, Jesse Pollock and
Thomas Schena

The event is sponsored and presented
for the county by Brian Davis with the
Cattaraugus County Soil and Water Con-
servation District. Numerous Profession-
als from DEC, USDA and several private
companies have done a remarkable job
over the years as organizers of this event.

The teams in this competition test their
knowledge of various natural resource
related topics, including wildlife biol-
ogy, forestry, soil science, aquatics, and a

current issue topic, which this year was,
“Introduced Species and their Effect on
Biodiversity.” The teams work together to
complete exams at five different stations
that address these subjects.

They are required to identify various
species of trees, wildlife, and fish that are
on display and then answer specific ques-
tions about their habitat and environmental
issues related to those species. They are
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also asked to test water samples for pH
and use soil survey reports to evaluate
soils on a given site.

Scores for all five exams are totaled
and the team with the highest cumulative
score wins the County Competition and
advances to the State Competition.

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ECS ‘Amusement Park’ Ready for Business

Each year the Ellicottville Central
School’s Engineering Design/Robotics
class designs and builds a final engineer-
ing project to display at the Annual Sci-
ence, Math, and Technology Exposition.
This year the Robotics class joined forces
with the Transportation Systems class
to create a miniature fully functioning
amusement park.

The Transportation Systems class de-
signed, built, and programmed the park’s
transportation systems. The park features
an automated parking lot, a remote control
monorail, a gondola to travel through the
mountains to the other end of the park,
an automated transit system that travels
between the rides, a ferry ride on the pe-
rimeter of the park, and a safari adventure.

The Engineering Design/Robotics class
was responsible for designing, building,
and programming the park’s attractions.
Using the Tetrix Robotics kits, each group
was given an area of the park to cre-
ate their own amusement park ride. The
attractions include a pirate ship, ferris
wheel, UFO, cliff drop, mega swing, and
the tower of terror.

Each ride and transportation system
is programmed and controlled using Lab
View robotic programming software. The
park can be programmed and controlled
through the four computers set up in the
park command center. The park also fea-

tures two remote control cameras that al-
low the students to monitor the park from
the park command center. One camera is
mounted on the front of the mono-rail; the
other is suspended above the park on a
wire that allows the automated camera to
traverse back and forth across the park.
The amusement park will be set up in
the Tech Room for the next month as El-
ementary students are given the opportu-
nity to see and learn how Science, Math,

& Technology come together to affect our
lives.

The Technology Education program at
ECS continues to grow and as new tech-
nologies emerge, the curriculum changes
to reflect today’s world. The technology
jobs of tomorrow have not even been
created yet. The goal is to prepare the
students with the ability to learn, critically
evaluate, and apply new concepts that
come their way.

Science Trip to Niagara Gorge Discovery Center

Ms. Brierton’s Earth Science classes took a trip on May 7th to the Niagara Gorge Discovery Center in Niagara Falls and
the Penn Dixie Fossil site in Hamburg. Students completed activities at the museum, rode a simulated elevator ride down the
stratigraphic column of the Niagara Gorge and dug for fossils at the fossil site.It was a perfect day for learning and discovery.
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Athletes: New Sports Clearance Information

A complete physical exam which
is signed by a licensed practitioner is
required before any participation, includ-
ing practices, are allowed. The results of
the physical are valid for a period of 12
months through the last day of the month
in which the physical was conducted,
unless there is a change in the student’s
health status following the physical exam.

Other requirements are:

1. A new “Interval Health History”
form must be completed and signed
by a parent or guardian each time a
student participates in any sport. All
forms are available in the nurse’s of-
fice or main office, as well as on the
district’s website under the school
nurse. Head injury information will
be attached to all Interval Health
History forms.

2. Students who have been injured or
had an extended illness or absence
since their last physical exam will
need updated physician clearance
for sports participation.

3. The school nurse must sign the
Interval Health History forms before
a student is allowed to practice or
play. If the coach does not have a
copy of the form signed by both the
parent/guardian AND school nurse,
the student may not participate in
practice or play. The school nurse
will not sign the Interval Health His-
tory form unless all information is
up to date and student is completely
cleared by physician.

4. It is recommended that students use
their own private health care provid-
er for physicals (a separate “sports
physical” is no longer required). If
you are unable to have a physical
performed by your private provider,
the school medical director can
provide a physical for your child.
Please alert the school nurse if your
child needs a physical performed at
school.

5. An updated action plan for students
who have asthma or an emergency
care plan for students who have life-
threatening conditions must be filled
out. You can find these plans on the
school nurse website or the nurse’s
office. If nothing has changed on
the action plans since the child’s
physical, please notify the nurse.

The school nurse will be available
August 5" through August 9%, 2013 from
7 am until 3 pm for students to come in to

have their Interval Health Histories signed.

Please be sure to have all of the forms
mentioned above filled out and bring them
with you to meet with the nurse. The

school doctor will be available for anyone
who may need an updated physical on Au-
gust 7" from 7am until 2pm. You can call
Mrs. Watt, school nurse, at 699-2318 x604
with any questions. Our fax number is
699-5635 if you would like your physician
to fax any forms to Mrs. Watt.

Honors Class Students Impressed with ...

Field Trip to WWII Museum

Recently, my Honors U.S. History class
took a trip to the Eldred, PA WWII Muse-
um. I figured this was going to be another
boring field trip; it was actually the exact
opposite. We arrived at the museum late
morning and we were seated by our tour
host, who couldn’t have been a greater
guy. He started with a video on the history
of the museum and why it was built in the
middle of nowhere. The video explained
to us that Eldred, PA was home to a WWII
manufacturing factory where they built
explosives, including incendiary gre-
nades, thermite hand grenades, and 3 inch
trench mortars.

Mitchell Paige’s war story. Mitchell Paige
was a true American hero. I’'m not going
to tell his story because it’s something you
should look up and research. I will tell you
this though: he received a Medal of Honor
for his great act of courage when defeating
an army of Japanese soldiers by himself.
Our guide also told us amazing stories
about the war and even his own family
stories about both the Allied and Axis
powers. He had different parts of family
who fought on both sides of the war. Not
only did we come out of this field trip

with some great information about WWII,
but with great life lessons; our guide did

a very good job on explaining to us the
importance of being successful in life and
doing what you want to do and honoring
the veterans. All in all, the field trip was a
great success and [ hope more students can
experience the same trip.

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Reminders from the School Health Office

End-of-Year Medication Pick-Up Information

The end of the school year is quickly approaching! New York
State regulations require all medication left at school at the end
of the school year be discarded. This includes inhalers and Epi-
pens. Unless your child has current permission to self-carry
their medication, the school is not able to allow your child to
bring the medication home themselves. If you need to make
special arrangements to pick up medication, please call to make
arrangements. Medications not picked up, will be disposed on
July 5, 2013.

For medications for next year, please remember, New York
State Law requires that:

* New medication forms for both prescription and over-the-
counter (OTC) medications must be signed by the provider
and parent annually. Orders are good for one year from the
date they are written.

* The parent must sign the medication permission form.

* Medication must remain in the properly labeled pharmacy
or original OTC container.

» Parents or guardians must personally deliver all medica-
tion to the school health office (unless a self-carry order
form is signed by parent and physician).

» Ifyour child’s provider has determined that your child may
self-carry and self-administer their medication, please have
your healthcare provider complete the appropriate portion
of the medication form which requires provider consent.
Your signature is also required on this form.

We request that you ask your pharmacist to give you a second
identically labeled container for any prescription medications
your student will take at school. We also request that you bring
small containers of any OTC medications that your student will
take. This will allow the School Nurse to send these medications
on field trips and comply with New York State laws pertaining
to medication storage. Medication forms are available on the
district web site or may be obtained from the school health office.
Your physician may use their own form if desired.

2013-2014 Health Examination Requirements

New York State law requires that all new entrants (wheth-
er Pre-K or K), 2nd, 4th, 7th, & 10th graders, and all students
entering a school district for the first time have a health
examination by a New York State licensed provider. This ex-
amination must be provided to school within 30 days of entry
into school or the grade levels indicated above.

Acceptable health certificates may be dated anytime within the
12 months prior to the start of the 2013-2014 School Year. If a
copy of the health examination is not on file within 30 days, you
will be notified by the school administrator.

We recommend that this examination be made by your family
health care provider who knows your child best. For your con-
venience, we will be sending a physical form which includes im-
munization information for your health care provider to complete.

Parental permission for authorization for use or disclosure of
protected health information (HIPAA) will also be included with
the physical form, to allow coordinated care and communication
between your health care provider and the school nurse.

Please return these forms to the health office. If the forms are
left at the doctor’s office, please have a stamped envelope with
the school’s address so the physical may be sent to the school
nurse.

If your child has a physical scheduled during the school year,
please notify the Health Office with the date of the scheduled
physical exam. If you have any questions, please call the Health
Office at the number below. Your physician may also fax the
physical to the number below.
